rounders

Rounders is an outdoor team sport played on a circular pitch. 2 teams take turns at batting and fielding. The aim is for the batters to hit the ball (thrown by the
fielding team) and then run around a series of bases to score a ‘run’. The fielding team aims to get the batter out by catching the ball, or forcing them out at a base.
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STEPS TO SUCCESS

These are the skills | need to achieve success in LKS2 Rounders:

To throw a ball with increasing accuracy. To hit a ball towards a target.
To catch a ball with increasing control. To choose fielding skills to make it difficult for an opponent.
To successfully hit a ball from a tee. To participate in modified competitive games, showing good teamwork.
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
